 By Hankyu Railway 
From Kyoto-Kawaramachi Station, it takes approximately 30 minutes to 
Nishiyama-Tennozan Station. 
From Nishiyama-Tennozan Station to Oyamazaki Town Gymnasium, it is about a 
15-minute walk.

2. Eligibility for participation:  
All fencers must hold a valid license issued by either their national fencing federation 
or the FJE.

4. Registration Period: From 9 to 22 June 2026 

5. Entry fees and Payment Procedure:  
Entry Fee: JPY 7,000 per event.

After receiving your form, Colina Del Sol Inc. will calculate the total amount due and 
send you a payment link. Payment must be made by credit card.  
Entry is confirmed only after payment has been received. No on-site payment will be 
accepted. 

* If you also register for the Welcome Party, the party fee will be added to the same 
payment link. Separate payment is not required. Please refer to Section 13 for details 
of the party. 

Notes: In the event of withdrawal, the entry fees and Welcome Party participation fees 
are non-refundable under any circumstances. If the competition is cancelled by the 
organizer, fees will be refunded after deduction of the handling fee.  

 

6. Competition format: 
One round of pools (age categories P, A, B combined and C, D combined) followed by 
direct elimination in each age category. No bronze medal match will be held, except 
when necessary to determine national ranking points between two Japanese fencers. 
The Directoire Technique (DT) will decide and announce the detailed format after the 
entry deadline. 

7. The competition rules are based on the latest FIE rules. Please note that the

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Japanese federation has decided to adopt the new version of Article t.124 regarding 
unwillingness to fight (non-combativity), although it wonʼt be applied until 2026-2027 
season in FIE competitions. 

8. Equipment and clothing should conform to the FIE regulations. As an exception, 
fencing jacket and breeches of CE 350N are allowed. Name print on the back of 
jackets and national logos are not mandatory. 

9. Awards: 1 gold medal, 1 silver medal, and 2 bronze medals in each event. 
Certificates will be given to the top 8 fencers in each event. 

10. Each participant hereby agrees to the use of any photographs and digital data 
taken or created by FJE.
